BILLINGS HIGH SCHOOL DISTRICT #2
BUILDING RESERVE FUND SAFETY LEVY

Shall the Trustees of Billings High School
District No. 2 be authorized to annually levy 6.9
mills, being approximately $2,520,000, each
year in the Building Reserve Fund for the
purpose of planning for improvements to and
maintenance of school and student safety;
programs and operational expenses to support
school and student safety and security;
installing or updating security-related facility
improvements; and installing or updating
response systems using contemporary
technologies?

Passage of this proposal will increase the
annual taxes on a home with an assessed
market value of $100,000 by approximately
